Engaging Young Voters

Presenting Ideas to Young People

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Over several editions of the newsletter, I have been asked to elaborate upon each of my five ideas for engaging young people in our party.  Last month, I discussed the promotion of ideological fairness and freedom in our educational system.  This month, I would like to address another, equally important point:  the manner in which our policy ideas are presented to young people. 

 

To more effectively reach young people with our message, we must update its presentation.  Our policy ideas, as good as they may be, cannot gain support without effective messaging.  We need to show young people that our policies are cool and exciting.  To do so, we should discuss issues that are important to young people.  Specifically, we need to promote ideas with tangible goals that young people can see as beneficial, not only to themselves but to the community and the economy as well.

 

In the presentation of our ideas, however, we, as Republicans, have not been very effective.  For example, environmental policy is an area where Democrats have very successfully presented their message to young people.  Contrarily, Republicans are often seen as "anti-environmentalists".  As this topic is very important to many young people, we must actively work to alter our image in this area.

 

Another aspect of presentation is the actual delivery of our message.  We should present our ideas passionately and in terms young people can relate to.  Serious or technical presentations, as informative as they may be, are not interesting or exciting to young people, and will not motivate them to action.  However, passion is contagious.

 

Essentially, if young people see that our policies benefit them, are exciting, and are part of a larger scale goal, then more of them will consider our policies worth supporting.

VETERAN'S DAY

While most know that Veterans Day honors those who have served in the military, the meaning behind its exact date (November 11) may not be so familiar.

 

 

Back in 1918, in the 11th hour of the 11th day of the 11th month, a stop to hostilities was declared, ending World War I. An armistice to cease the fighting on the Western Front was signed by the Allied powers and Germany.

 

President Woodrow Wilson immediately proclaimed the day "Armistice Day," kicking off the annual commemoration on November 11. But over the years, with veterans returning from World War II and the Korean War, Armistice Day became Veterans Day - a day reserved to honor veterans returning from all wars. But 11/11 still represented the end of the Great War in the public's mind, and the date stuck.

 

In 1921, unidentified dead from the war were buried in Arlington National Cemetery in Washington, D.C., Westminster Abbey in London, and the Arc de Triomphe in Paris. The tradition to honor those killed in the war but never identified continues every year in the U.S. The ceremony is held at 11 a.m. at the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier atArlington National Cemetery.

 

Congress designated Veterans Day as a legal holiday in 1938.

The Federal Convention convened in the State House (Independence Hall) inPhiladelphia on May 14, 1787, to revise the Articles of Confederation. Because the delegations from only two states were at first present, the members adjourned from day to day until a quorum of seven states was obtained on May 25. Through discussion and debate it became clear by mid-June that, rather than amend the existing Articles, the Convention would draft an entirely new frame of government. All through the summer, in closed sessions, the delegates debated and redrafted the articles of the new Constitution. Among the chief points at issue were how much power to allow the central government, how many representatives in Congress to allow each state, and how these representatives should be elected--directly by the people or by the state legislators. The work of many minds, the Constitution stands as a model of cooperative statesmanship and the art of compromise.
